Fred Rogers, the creator and host of the TV series for children, “Mr. Roger’s Neighborhood,” was a Presbyterian pastor. There isn’t another church on planet earth that does that! Other members of the church brave the hot sun, snow, rain and sleet, while distributing free food once a month from the parking lot of another Croswell church. In my brief time with the church, I have also witnessed you make a sizable gift of money to someone who needed re-roofing of their house, and you assisted another family with outstanding medical bills. Such generosity is one of the marks of thriving, rather than a dying church! You are the church that read the memo from God, and acted on it. You caught the vision, or call it a belief that, churches and communities become what we want them to be, if we will act the way we want our churches and communities to be. A church and a community will become loving and caring, if we, each of us, will love others and show others that we care for them.  May God be praised for sowing love in your hearts.

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To the Presbytery of Lake Huron:

Like many, I went to church yesterday. I led worship and preached and sang hymns. Then we began to hear about something tragic happening at a church in Grand Blanc. It quickly became apparent that an act of violence, this time with fire and bullets, had descended on the Latter Day Saints congregation there. 

And all that I could think was the opening sentence of Psalm 22 – words Jesus cried out from the violence of the cross – “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?”

And our cries pale next to the cries of those whose lives were forever changed during a worship service. For the victims and their families who will grieve and will always see an empty place. For those who witnessed this horror and those who will try to provide comfort and some sense of safety, no matter how small. For first responders and emergency workers who, despite facing their worst nightmare, courageously and heroically responded as fast as anyone could expect. So many… and so we cry, “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?”

But this is where we begin. Today we do not feel capable or wise. I do not have answers. We do not have answers. We feel forsaken. But we can look to God in our sorrow, our grief, our anger, trusting that God is there. In this darkest time, we cry out to God with nothing but our sorrows. And God meets us and helps us. God does that today. God is doing that in Grand Blanc.

We are not forsaken. It may be a natural to want to ignore what happened yesterday or find a way to numb it or to just not do anything. But as Christians we turn to the Lord in our sorrow and grief. And we keep turning to the Lord, knowing God will help us do what is needed.

We know that gun violence is a scourge on our country. We know God wants all his children to live long and fruitful lives (Isaiah 65:20). The first step is lament, but our second and third steps must work for justice. I would be thankful to hear from you about how we could do this, together, as this part of Christ’s body. 
Knowing that God accompanies us and gives us strength to live faithfully gives me – give us – hope in the darkest of times. This is the hope that can bring back the light where we need it most.

	United Nations Day



United Nations Day is a celebration held annually on October 24. In a move to signify the end of the WWI formally, the League of Nations was founded through the Treaty of Versailles. The members of the league signed the treaty on June 28, 1919, in the French city of Versailles.
The objectives of the League of Nations included helping to make the quality of life of people around the world better, settling international disputes through negotiations and diplomatic means, preventing wars from breaking and promoting disarmament. These scenarios were ideal but they were not strong enough to prevent the WWII outbreak. It signifies that the world needed something different to stop world wars from starting.
Celebrating the United Nations Day is a commemoration of the formation of the organization, the massive collaborative efforts of the member nations to maintain world peace, promote social progress and human rights. The day also serves as a reminder to accept and acknowledge cultural diversity.

Formation of the United Nations
A few years before WWII ended, the formation of a united alliance of nations was being floated as early as 1939 under the endorsement of the State Department of the United States. Two years later, representatives of Yugoslavia, Poland, Norway, Netherlands, Luxembourg, Greece, Czechoslovakia and Belgium together with the Union of South Africa, New Zealand, Australia, Canada and the United Kingdom held a meeting in London. Joining them was France’s General Gaulle. The Declaration of St. James’ Palace was signed during the meeting, which was the initial conference out of the six that resulted in the establishment of the United Nations and its Charter.
Did you know?  The name United Nations came from the suggestion from President Franklin Roosevelt of the U.S. He suggested the name to Prime Minister Winston Churchill of Britain in reference to the allied nations that joined forces in World War II in 1941. PM Churchill was in the U.S. at that time as a guest of the White House. The British PM accepted the suggestion, which he recalled was used by Lord Byron in Childe Harold’s Pilgrimage, a poem where a reference to the Allies at the Battle of Waterloo was mentioned.

Declaration of the United Nations
During a meeting at the White House, Franklin Roosevelt of the United States, Winston Churchill of Britain and Harry Hopkins, Roosevelt’s aide, drafted the text of the Declaration of the United Nations a few days before the end of 1941.
The first time the term United Nations was used officially was on January 1 to 2 in 1942. During that two-day period, the Declaration was signed by 26 governments. By 1945, 21 additional states have joined in signing the Declaration.

Formal establishment of the United Nations
The United Nations Conference on International Organization started in San Francisco on April 25, 1945, a few months before the end of WWII. Aside from the 51 different governments, several non-government organizations including the Lions Clubs International and Rotary International were invited to help draft the UN Charter.
By mid-June, the Charter of the United Nations was presented and signed by the member nations. According to the charter, it should be ratified by the United States, United Kingdom, the USSR, France and the Republic of China for the charter to take effect.
By October 24, 1945, the Charter was signed by most of the original 51 member nations. It was declared that the United Nations was an official world organization on that day.
Commemorating the day when the United Nations was created, United Nations Day celebrates and honors all the work that was done to promote peace around the world and all the good work that was done by the specialized agencies.
